The Story

An eight-year old Ojibwa girl lives with her family in Minnesota around 1849. Omakayas does not have a
blood tie to her family, but she does not know this. As a baby, she was the lone survivor of her people, all
of whom died during a smallpox outbreak on Spirit Island. Old Tallow, an Ojibwa woman, rescued the
surviving baby from Spirit Island and placed her with the couple Migwam and Yellow Kettle. In their home,
Omakayas is a beloved daughter. The novel is organized into four sections, representing each of the four
seasons, together creating a story that occurs within a year's natural cycle.
